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News from the Green Staff

Boy, what a year it has been
so far. January scorching hot
and the beginning of February
even hotter., then followed up
by 12 days of rain, bushfires in
Victoria and floods in North
Queensland, we sure live a
strange country.

We reached 43 degree on
Cabramatta Cup day and had
42 mm of rain on Golden Wat-
tle day. This definatly puts a
spanner in the works with
regards to our presentation of
the golf course for such impor-

tant events. Congratulations to
Andrius and John Hardie for
winning the afore mention
events.

I would like to thank my staff
for their efforts in the lead up
to these events with many
days spent hand watering dur-
ing the heat, then trying to
remove excess water from
greens and shoveling of sand
during period of rain.

Water quality has become an
issue with very high level of
sodium (salts) in our supply

which has been very detrimen-
tal to the greens. The irrigation
system has recently had a new
filtration system installed with
stage 2 of the improvement
being an injection system
which shall further improve
our water supply to all areas
on the course. All players,
please remember to fix pitch
marks, fill divots and cart us-
ers follow directional signs
and traffic ropes
