The resur-

facing of the 8th and 15th social 

tees has now been completed. 

The inclusion of native grasses 

surrounding these tees shall 

really make this a beautiful area 

of the course  once established. 

Further improvements to air 

flow around some of the greens 

has continued with more work 

carried out adjacent to the 5th 

and 10th greens.  

Poor quality water is continuing 

to cause some problems. High 

sodium (Salt) in our water be-

comes very detrimental to turf 

growth. Regular aeration and 

some good rainfall soon shall 

help leach the salt through the 

soil.  

Green speed has drastically 

increased with the cooler 

weather. We are now preparing 

all surfaces for the onset of win-

ter with fertilizing being carried 

out to improve plant structure 

and resistance to the effects of 

the coming frosts.
