
 

   

In this months edition of Golf Australia magazine our Cabramatta GC has been 

voted the best course in Australia to play within the $30 -$34 to play range.  

 

The magazine said:  

ñWhen Cabramatta GC opened to play on its present site in 1948 it was sur-

rounded by most mostly undeveloped rural land.  

Suburbia has long since reached this layouts boundaries but the par 70 is like 

a green oasis among the urban sprawl of Sydney South Western suburbs.  

A real taste of the challenge of Cabramatta GC that lies ahead comes early in 

the round at the 345 metre par 4 2nd. The slight dog leg left downhill hole is 

heavily tree lined left and right and there is no real advantage in attacking this 

fairway with a driver. The approach must also be accurate with bunkers left 

and right of the putting surface.  

The following offering is a fantastic driving hole. At 435 metre, the par 4 3rd 

needs a  long straight hit to set up a second shot  that can actually reach the 

green. Ideally, the best approach is from the right half of the fairway to get a 

clear shot, through trees encroaching left and right of the green.  

One of Cabramattasô most memorable holes opens the back nine. The 379 me-

tre par 4 is lined with trees left and right, while of bounds will hurt a bad hook 

from the tee. Four bunkers flank the driving zone, just short of the crest of a 

hill. From this point, the fairways turns 45 degrees right and plunges downhill 

to the green. A pond short and right of the putting surface can catch the miss 

hit, while three bunkers also guard the green.  

Going hand in hand with this very good collection of holes is a high standard of 

presentation. The smooth greens have been a standout feature of the layout 

for decades and never disappointò 

All members can feel very proud of this acknowledgment of our fine 

golf course.

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Winter has really taken 
hold now with all the 
staff ensuring that they 
are rugged up before 
leaving the mainte-
nance facility for their 
day ahead. A couple of 
frosts have already hit 
the turf quite hard slow-
ing down the growth 
drastically. 

With our greens con-
stantly changing during 
the cooler months with 
less growth and minimal 
water being applied, 
local knowledge on the 
greens is definitely pay-
ing dividends and visit-
ing players finding our 
greens a good test of 
golf.  

The Practice Chipping 
Green is currently being 
resurfaced with a riv-

eted bunker being in-
stalled for players to 
practice from.  

Our Injection unit on the 
irrigation system has 
been commissioned 
and shall be very bene-
ficial for the application 
of wetting agents and 
soil penetrants over the 
entire golf course to 
help us make óevery 
drop count.ô  

Talking of extra mois-
ture in the soil, recent 
rainfall has made the 
golf course very wet in 
some areas so just a 
reminder to take care in 
carts during these wet 
periods. Please make 
the special effort to en-
sure that carts abide by 
the ówet weather rulesô 

and remain on fairways, 
not in the rough.   

Wet weather rules ; 

1. Drive Carts on Fair-

ways only (not Rough). 

2. Use pathways at all 

times. 

3. Follow signs. 

4. Apply Brakes gen-

tly. 

Drive responsibly. 
Please keep up the 

good work in repairing 

pitch marks and divots 

on the course.
