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Unfortunately February was not a great 
month for us on the golf course with   
preparations for the Pennant season being 
hampered by constant rainfall.

This was 
very detrimental to our greens with water-
logging depriving the root systems of   
valuable oxygen for survival.  

 

Our 1
st
, 4

th
, 5

th
 and 11

th
 greens were the 

most affected. We were not alone in this 
situation, with this being a very common 
occurrence throughout Sydney at many 
golf clubs. Our progress in the recovery 
stages has been very good with these 
greens showing good recovery to date   
although still a little thin in some areas. 

 

I must thank all my staff for their efforts 
during all this wet weather with constant 
pumping and shoveling of bunkers to keep 
them in play for the Pennants, Members 
and visiting patrons throughout this period.

The recent drainage work that was under-
taken on the 9

marking up from golf carts and golf course 

machinery. The rainfall has highlighted 
some other areas of the course that 
would benefit from some drainage work 
to further improve the course for play-
ability during wet periods.
