Junior Golf 
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The course is now beginning to 

go into winter dormancy with 

our first frost appearing in late 

May.  

 

While I am mentioning the 

frosts, for all those early players 

who sometimes begin their 

rounds whilst there are some 

frosty areas still on the course, 

could you all please keep well 

clear of these areas especially 

cart users as driving through 

the frost can severely damage 

and sometimes kill the turf and 

leave wheel marks through win-

ter. 

 

Greens are becoming firmer and 

speed increasing with minimal 

water now being applied by 

sprinklers but now more with 

localized hand watering of dry 

areas by course staff. 

 

Staff have been kept busy 

through recent weeks carrying 

out some tree root pruning and 

installing some root barriers 

near greens 1st, 5th, 8th, 12th, 15th 

and 16th .  

 

These tree roots have been 

found encroaching into some 

greens which are resulting in 

large amounts of dry patch 

where continual hand watering 

was required. These shall con-

tinue with some other areas 

needing attention. 

 

You will no doubt have noticed some 

new teeing areas being constructed. New 

championship tees on holes 2nd and 4th 

are well underway in preparation for the 

new rating system. These tees shall make 

a challenging change for considering club 

selection, especially the tee shot on the 

2nd when taking on the corner. 

 

Course preparation has been focusing for 

presentation for all current championship 

events and getting ready for our 

Cabramatta Cup and Golden Wattle Cup 

events through July. 

 

Best of luck to all players during all the 

upcoming championship events. Lets 

hope that the weather is kind to both my 

staff for presenting a great golf course 

and for all players to enjoy.
